GREEN WATER

I. The aim and scope of the conference

The aim of the scientific workshop is to open a forum for the discussion of research results related to green water within agro-ecosystems.

Water is a most essential substance of life. Dihydrogen-oxide is colourless, transparent, tasteless, scentless compound of oxygen and hydrogen in liquid state, convertible by heat into steam and by cold into ice. Water covers over two thirds of the Earth's surface, and is vital for all known forms of life. All water within biological bodies and the primary supply of that in the plant-soil system is defined as green water.
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Thematical topics:

1. The "Green water" concept. Definitions, various approaches. Green water as an important part of the global hydrological cycle on various temporal and spatial scales. General considerations.

2. The main ("blue water") sources (atmospheric precipitation, surface runoff, seepage in the unsaturated zone, groundwater flow, infiltration) of "green water". Transition of "blue water sources" into "green". The various forms of "inorganic green water": subsurface water resources, soil moisture, groundwater.

3. "Green water" in a narrow sense: water content of the biomass (biota, flora, fauna, wildlife, cultivated crops, animal husbandry). 

4. Role of "green water" in the mass and energy regimes of various ecosystems with special regard to terrestrial ones. Physiological water balance: water uptake versus evapotranspiration.

5. Possibilities and limitations in the control of "green water regime" (agronomic measures; physiological measures).

6. The relationship (mass transport and physiological aspects) between the green water regime and substance regime in various ecosystems and land use practices. 

7. Phytosanitary aspects of „green water” (weeds, pests and dieseases, epidemics and gradations). Plant protection relations.

8. The "Green water" concept and the food chain (from the soil to various feed and food).
